	June is Gypsy, Roma and Traveller History Month
Raise awareness of the many Gypsy, Roma and Traveller groups, that together form the largest ethnic minority community in Europe, to end the prejudice and stereotyping they experience . 

· This informative power point created by The Traveller Movement and tes introduces Gypsy, Roma and Traveller History Month's background and purpose.

	5th June - World Environment Day 
This years theme is ‘time for nature’. 

· Use the ‘Earth school’ web page under our bank of top home learning resources, to engage your students in a selection of 'quests' through which to celebrate, explore and connect with nature.

· Help your students have their voice’s heard by taking part in Transform Our World’s survey for students aged 7-18, on how young people feel about environmental and social issues in light of COVID-19.

 8th June – World Oceans Day 
· Ocean Education’s ‘Frozen Oceans at home’ (for age 7-11) and ‘Coral oceans at home (for age 11-14) offer in-depth teaching tools to celebrate this day available in several languages.

· The Oceans and Plastic Polution teachers guide from WWF contains 6 varied activities for students (age 7-11) that explain why healthy oceans are so vital to our future, and how human behaviours impacts them.

12th June - World Day Against Child Labour  

· Explore the inter-relationships between teenage consumers in the UK and the societies around the world where the products they buy are produced, using this online teaching resource from The Royal Geographical Society (for age 11-14). ‘The kids who made our stuff’ lesson in this resource pack specifically explores child labour and how its fed by consumer markets.

· This Global Dimension page on child labour contains several videos showing children involved in child labour around the world, that can help students understand the issue.

 

15 - 21st June – Refugee week (20th June - World Refugee Day) 
During lockdown our homes and our communities have become increasingly important. For refugees, away from their homes and communities, lockdown is especially isolating. 

· Take part in Oxfam’s Giant Dolls House project by making a house in a box that represents your experience of lockdown, and sending in a photo of it, along with a short explanation. All entries will be used to create one Giant Dolls' House to celebrate World Refugee Day by showing solidarity and representing that we are 'alone together' during lockdown. 

· Use Oxfam's 'Stand as One' film and teaching materials to inspire students to build empathy with refugees and understand their struggles.

 17th June – World Day to Combat Desertification and Drought
This year’s focus is on changing public attitudes to the leading driver of desertification and land degradation: humanity’s relentless production and consumption. 

· This webpage from the UN explains this years theme in detail and in the coming weeks will host resources to help you take part in the day.

· Learn about drought with these teaching resources from Action Aid based around a photo taken by a 12 year old girl in Somaliland.

 21st June – World Music Day  

· Enjoy music from around the world with your class on this day by tuning in to Music for All’s global music live-stream.
